ATTENDANCE:
•Upon return from being absent it is the responsibility of the student to complete and hand in all work that was missed.  Failure to do so will result in a mark of zero even if the absence is excused. 

•If you miss an exam or assignment and your absence is not excusable then you receive a mark of zero for the exam.  An absence is deemed excusable if it is for medical reasons, religious observance, prearranged absence, school sponsored trip or other unavoidable cause.

LATENESS:
Interruptions due to lateness are not appreciated as they interfere with the learning of others.  To help eliminate this problem, the following policy has been instated. Calculator
It is the responsibility of the student to have purchased their own TI-83/84 Plus graphing calculator.  This calculator is required by Alberta Learning.  This calculator will be used in all high school mathematics courses.  You will be making use of a calculator daily so please bring it to every class.  If a student purchases a graphing calculator other than a TI-83/84 Plus it is the responsibility of the student to know how to use that calculator.  

Assignments
•In mathematics, practice is the key to success and this often means you will have homework.  At home, each evening it is a good idea to go over your notes for that day before starting the practice exercises.  Completing all of your homework will indicate to you whether or not you could do well on a surprise quiz the next day.

•A problem is not completed when a final answer is placed on your paper that matches with the answer key.  You need to show a detailed step by step solution to the problem 

•Do your own work on assignments.  There is no point in copying from a friend since you will not learn by doing that.  If you know you have done poorly on an assignment because of a lack of understanding (not effort), discuss with me a plan for remedial help.  Do not let one concept slip from your understanding since some of the work that follows very likely will build on that concept. Try to depend more on your own abilities in doing assignments than those of others.  Remember, you alone will be writing your final exam. 

•You will know in advance if an assignment is to be taken in for grading.  No assignment will
be accepted late after the rest of the class has received their graded assignments back.
